LEGAL EDUCATION AND RESEARCH

SERAC undertakes legal education to heighten the knowledge and consciousness of vulnerable groups about their esc rights and to participate in designing and implementing programmes that affect them. Under LAP, the organization plans and carries out focus group discussions, sensitization programmes and community workshops to inform marginalized groups of their rights.                                                      

SERAC embarks on legal research as part of its work under LAP. The research covers issues of public and strategic importance to the society especially the poor. A major research into the law and policy relating to land tenure system in Nigeria has just being concluded. It evaluated the Land Use Act vis-à-vis the human rights obligations of the Nigerian State and the Act’s economic, social and cultural impact on the poor and other vulnerable groups in Nigeria as well as suggestions for reform of the Act.

Equally, a new legal research which seeks to map legal resources available in Nigeria for enforcing esc rights has just been launched. The research will also examine and evaluate comparative and tested models for esc rights enforcement employed in other jurisdictions as well as compile national, regional and international cases on esc rights.
