Before founding SERAC, Mr. Morka served as the Legal Officer for Africa of the Washington, D.C.-based International Human Rights Law Group where he conducted and participated in key projects on Malawi, Kenya and Nigeria.  In Ethiopia, Morka took part in a major a field study of the country’s judicial system and work of its human rights organizations.  Prior to that, Mr. Morka was the Legal Director of the Civil Liberties Organization (CLO).  In that capacity, he introduced innovative and far-reaching programs which greatly expanded access to the CLO’s legal services through a network which sensitized and mobilized lawyers into human rights advocacy.  After earning his LL.M degree from Harvard Law School, Mr. Morka traveled widely in India and  South Africa understudying housing rights groups engaged in the defense of the country’s slum-dwellers, squatters, and the urban poor.  In June 1997, he served as Chairman of the U.N. Expert Seminar which drafted the International Human Rights Guidelines on Development-Based Involuntary Displacements.  He later led the Geneva-based Centre on Housing Rights and Evictions’ (COHRE) fact-finding mission to that examined the country’s controversial land redistribution policy. 
On July 25-26, 2002, Morka served as one of the experts appointed by the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights and the Director of UNAIDS to draft a new Guideline No. 6 of the International Human Rights Guidelines on HIV/AIDS on Access to Medication.  Mr. Morka was subsequently appointed in December 2002 to the UNAIDS Global Reference Group on HIV/AIDS and Human Rights, a technical group that serves as an advisory body to UNAIDS and its affiliates that are involved in policy, advocacy, program development, implementation, monitoring, evaluation, research and training relating to a rights-based approach to HIV/AIDS. 
Morka has presented testimonies before the United States Congress and the Senate of the State of New Jersey, and meets regularly with policymakers to raise human rights concerns. He is the immediate past chairman of the Body Shop International Human Rights Award jury, and serves on the advisory boards of the International Network for the Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (ESCR-Net), the International Human Rights Internship Program, the Centre on Housing Rights and Evictions (COHRE), and the Center on Economic and Social Rights (CESR).  Mr. Morka is presently a Senior Juris Doctor (SJD) candidate at the Harvard Law School, focusing on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights and the Question of Democratic Participation in Africa.
Mr. Morka serves as adviser or steering committee member for the Badia-East Urban Renewal/Slum Upgrading Program and the Lagos Metropolitan Development and Governance Project (LMDGP). As a member of the LMDGP Steering Committee (LMDGP’s highest decision making organ), SERAC’s executive director has continued to utilize his leverage to bridging the gap between the LMDGP officials and the communities. The organization also provides technical assistance to both the committee and key government agencies implementing the project to ensure that its implementation in carried out in accordance with applicable World Bank’s governing regulations, and in compliance with international human rights law.
