Professor Haruna has had a very long association with human rights in theory and as an activist. Recently inaugurated as the North West Zonal Coordinator of the Network of the Bar, Bench and Police, a project supported by Ipas, (an international Organization engaged in the promotion of the rights of women in the field of reproductive right and abortion) aimed at sensitizing the Bar, Bench and Police on issue touching on the reproductive health and sexual rights of women is an indictor of the continued interest of Haruna in human rights, the rights of women as vulnerable class as well as public oriented free service work. Before then, Haruna has submitted a Ph. D thesis to the Faculty of Law, Ahmadu Bello University in Reproductive Health and Sexual Rights under International Human Rights Law: A Critique of Current Legal Trends as a projection of his interest in exploring ways to improve on the rights of women.
Public interest job has been another motivation for Haruna’s continued involvement with human rights, women rights and the provision of alternative dispute methods to litigants. Until recently, Haruna was the Coordinator of the Community Law Center Project of the Access to Justice DFID Program at Jigawa and Sule Tankarkar. This project aimed at providing free counseling and legal aid to indigent litigants who have long unsettled cases or fresh complicated case creates an avenue to explore alternative dispute resolution mechanism to settle long feuds and court cases. Haruna has served as a Director, resource person, and consultant to a number of non-governmental organizations like SERAC, WARDOC, CIRDOC, WACOL, BAOBAB etc. In the process, Haruna has written and published a number of scholarly articles in the field of reproductive health, sexual rights, women, and the Shari’ah, domestic violence among others.
As a scholar, Haruna has written LL. M thesis at the Harvard Law School on the topic of the Role of NGOs in the Democratization Process in Nigeria. During the program, he attended a number of seminars and passionately got interested in the issue of right to health and reproductive rights from a colloquium organized at the Harvard Law School. He was a Fulbright Junior Fellow to the Harvard Human Rights Project where he spent time researching in the field of human rights and cultural relativism under the supervision of Prof. Henry J. Steiner and Prof. Makau wa Mutua. 

Before then, Haruna has done an LL. M program with the University of Jos, obtained a BL. Certificate in 1986, did NYSC at Maiduguri, Borno State in 1987 after graduating with LL. B. (Second Class Upper Division) in 1985. Haruna has risen through the ranks as an academician and has held the post of Head, Department of Public L aw, Sub-Dean of Law, Deputy Dean of Law and Dean of Law, Faculty of Law, Bayero University, Kano. He has served as member of Senate and member Council Committee, Senior Staff Appeals and Disciplinary Committee and currently is the Chairman, Bayero University Security Committee.
